TRANSCRIPT NOTES, TEXTBOOK ENGLISH

Abai: Assalam aleykum, Ulugbek 

Ulugbek: Aleykum assalam, Abai, How are you feeling?  

Abai: I’m excellent, and you? 

Ulugbek: I am also excellent. What have you been doing this week? 

Abai: Let’s go. I will tell you on the way.

Abai: I have done a lot of things this week. I have been doing my houseworks homework, 
but mostly I’m just waiting for my exam results. I am interested in you, Ulugbek. What do 
you enjoy doing with your friends? 



Ulugbek: I enjoy playing football and going for walks with my friends, and we also like to 
meet and talk in the park.  

Abai: Oh cool. I also like to play football. Let’s go to our Kurshab stadium. 

Ulugbek: Let’s go.

Ulugbek: I play in a local football club here. What’s your favorite football team and 
players? 

Abai: My favorite football team is Real Madrid, and my favorite players are Bellingham 
Trent, Alexander Arnold, and Cristiano Ronaldo. I think Cristiano Ronaldo is the best in the  
football world, and he’s the G.O.A.T. Ulugbek, I have a question for you. If you play football 
there, how do you take care of your body? 

Ulugbek: It’s a very good question. Since I have to be physically strong in football, I pay 
attention to a proper nutrition. What’s your favorite dish and how do you make it? 

Abai: My favorite dish is Beshbarmak, but my mother cooks it to for me because I don’t 
know how to make it.  

Ulugbek: Cool! Let’s move on.
